5.3 LEVELLING THE MACHINE

Levelling the grinding plates is critical to creating a good profile

5.3.1 STEP 1

Place the machine on the surface you will be working on.

5.3.2 STEP 2

With the machine OFF, push the front of the machine from side to 

side. If the grinding plate is “rolling” on the surface, the machine 

needs levelling.

5.3.3 STEP 3

If it is rolling on the front of the plate, turn the carriage adjust-

ment wheel counter clockwise until the grinding plate is flat on the 
surface.

5.3.4 STEP 4

Test the machine by briefly (less than 1 second) touching the grind-

ing plate to the surface while the machine is on at a low speed. 

Notice front edge pf the diamond is touching the ground and 

nothing in the back.

5.3.5 STEP 5

Stop the machine and inspect the mark it made on the surface. 

5.3.6 STEP 6

Keep adjusting until all tooling hits the surface at the same time. 

Pretty level ring and you can start grinding

5.3.7 STEP 7

The machine will need periodic adjustment as the diamonds wear.

5.3.8 STEP 8

Changing out to a different set of diamonds or switching to polish-

ing pads will also require readjustment.

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8.1 THE MACHINE WILL NOT RUN

9.1.1 Warranty

9.1.3 Warranty Policy
